Monthly Achievements for the month of July, 2022

L Meeting of the Food Authority

39th Meeting of the Food Authority was held on 13t July, 2022 and many important
decisions were taken for further action.

II. Directives issued in exercise of powers vested under Section 16(5) and 18(2)
(d) of Food Safety and Standards Act and other Orders

1. Vide Order dated 26t July, 2022 it has been decided to extend the timeline for
mandatory compliance of the Food Safety and Standards (Vegan Foods) Regulations by
6 months from the date of uploading of the Guidelines for submission of applications for
endorsement of Vegan Logo and formats thereof on the FSSAI website i.e. upto 26t
January, 2023.

2. Directions issued on 27t July 2022 for keeping in abeyance till 31st December,
2022 the compliance of quality parameters ‘Alcoholic acidity’ in Bajra Flour (Pearl
Millet Flour), Jowar Flour (Sorghum Flour), Multigrain flour (atta) , Mixed millet flour
and ‘Total dietary fibre’ for Mixed Millet Flour . Further, it has been decided to revise the
maximum limit of the moisture content in Mixed millet flour from 11% to 13%, and
operationalise the same with immediate effect .

I11. Orders

1. Usage of the term ‘ORS’ along with the brand name

Vide FSSAI's order dated 08.04.2022, the use of the term ‘ORS’ or similar to ‘ORS’ and/or
depiction of the food products as ‘ORS” was restricted. However, representations were
received from FBOs and the matter was reviewed by FSSAI It was noted that few FBOs
were having valid trademarks similar to the term ‘ORS’ for the name of their products.
Accordingly, the matter was taken up with O/o Controller General of Patents, Design
and Trademarks, Mumbai (CGPDTM). However, the decision of CGPDTM is still awaited
in this regard. Meanwhile till the decision from CGPDTM is received, it has been decided
vide order dated 14.07.2022 to:

1) allow those FBOs with valid trademarks to manufacture such products under their
respective Trademarked names;

2) such FBOs are directed to provide a prominent declaration on their Front of Pack
either through non-detachable stickers or printing that ‘The product is NOT a ORS
formula as recommended by WHO’ or may use similar meaning phrases with same
intent;

3) FBOs who are presently manufacturing such products but have not trademarked the
same before the date of this order shall provide an undertaking to discontinue the same.
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Such FBOs are being provided 6 months’ time from the date of the order to exhaust the
existing stock along with pre-printed packaging material of such product.

The decision of CGPDTM shall be binding and final on all such FBOs."

2. Vide Order dated 21st July, 2022, it has been decided that Food Safety Supervisor
Certificate issued on completion of training under Food Safety Training & Certification
(FoSTaC) programme will be perpetual in nature. However, if the food handler changes
KoB, he/she will have to undergo the FoSTaC training afresh and obtain a new FSS
certificate for the respective KoB. The food handlers having FSS certificate will have to
undergo refresher training in case there is any change in the Schedule 4 of FSS
(Licensing & Registration of Food Businesses) Regulations, 2011.

3. Guidelines dated 25t July, 2022 issued for submission of applications for
endorsement of vegan logo under FSS (Vegan Foods) Regulations, 2022 that were
notified on 10t June, 2022.

IV Quality Assurance -

1. Notification of Food Testing Laboratories:

FSSAI notifies primary labs under Section 43(1) of the Food Safety and Standards Act,
2006 for purposes of conducting regulatory and surveillance testing of samples. During
July, 2022, one Laboratory viz. Food and Drugs Administrations Laboratory (M.S.),
Nagpur has been notified as primary food testing Laboratory under Section 43 (1)of
Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006. Further, six laboratories viz. M/s National
Agriculture and Food Analysis and Research Institute, Pune, M/s Trilogy
Analytical Laboratory Private Limited, Hyderabad, M/s Fair Quality Institute (Food
Analysis & Industrial Research Quality Institute),New Delhi, M/s Envirocare India
Private Limited, Madurai, M/s Shreeji Analytical & Research
Laboratories Pvt. Ltd, Indore, Quality Control and Quality Assurance Division, CSIR-
Indian Institute of Integrative Medicine, Jammu have been de-notified by FSSAI This
has brought the total number of notified primary food testing laboratories to 224.

2 Strengthening of Food Testing System in the Country including provision
of Mobile Food Testing Labs:

a) Upgradation/Setting up of State Food Testing Laboratories (SFTLs):

FSSAl is implementing a Central Sector Scheme (CSS) for “Strengthening of Food Testing
System in the Country including Provision of Mobile Food Testing Labs” (SOFTeL) with

initial financial outlay of Rs. 481.95 crore upto FY 2019-20. A grant of Rs. 372.35 crore

was released from initial outlay. The Scheme was reviewed and further extended with
approval of the Govt. upto FY 2022-23 with few additional parameters and an outlay of
Rs. 241.34 crore. Therefore, revised financial outlay of the Scheme now is Rs 613.79
crore. The Scheme inter alia envisages strengthening/ setting up of 43 State Food
Testing Labs. At least one food testing laboratory in each State and two in larger States
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are envisaged to be assisted and a grant of Rs. 13.90 crore (approx.) is earmarked for
each SFTL.

During July, 2022, a total of 1685.68 lakhs has been released under the Scheme to 4
State/UTs (Assam-380.70 lakh, Uttrakhand 282 lakh, Tamil Nadu 649.25 lakh and
Manipur 373.73 lakh) for purchasing of High End Equipment, Basic Equipment for lab,
undertaking Renovation Work, Purchase of Consumables, RAFT kits etc in order to
upgrade the SFTLs and thereby strengthen the food testing system in the country. Till
31.07.2022, a grant of Rs.388.55 crore has been released under strengthening and
upgradation component of the Scheme for upgradation of 41 State Food Testing
Laboratories (SFTL) of 30 States/UTs across the country.

b) Food Safety on Wheels:

FSSAI has provided 173 mobile food testing labs called FSW under Central Sector
Scheme (SoFTeL) to States/UTs. FSSAI is currently providing grants to States/UTs for
direct procurement of FSWs through GeM portal under MoU framework from Non-CSS
funds. During July, 2022 27 Food Safety on Wheels (FSWs) @Rs.42 Lakh per FSW were

sanctioned to 4 States/UTs (Assam -17, Manipur - 4, Tamil Nadu- 4, Uttarakhand- 2) .

50% of the grants have been released as first installment to the States/UTs for the same.
This has raised the total number of FSWs provided/sanctioned so far to States/UTs both
under CSS and other than CSS to 295.

Apart from this, advance fund to incur the cost of operational expenses of FSWs has also
been sanctioned to States (Assam - Rs.60 lakh under CSS + Rs.85 lakh under non-CSS;
Manipur - Rs.10 lakh under CSS + Rs.30 lakh under non-CSS; Tamil Nadu -Rs.20 lakh
under non-CSS; Bihar- Rs.20 Lakh under CSS + Rs.30 Lakh under non-CSS; Uttarakhand
- Rs.10 Lakh under CSS + Rs.10 Lakh under non-CSS)

2. Upgradation of National Food Laboratory, Raxaul:

M/s Helix Biosciences has been awarded the contract for supply, installation, testing
and commissioning of Laboratory equipment for wupgradation of existing
infrastructure at National Food Laboratory, Raxaul Extention counter.

IV. Release of funds under MoU framework

Under the Scheme of MoU with States/UTs, FSSAI has been providing financial and
technical assistance to States/UTs since 2020-21 against approved work plans to
address the gaps in the food safety ecosystem and improve the overall food safety status
in the county. These activities include upgrading state food testing eco-system,
organizing various FSSAI initiatives, conducting IEC activities, setting up helpdesk for
licensing & registration, audits of State licensed FBOs, testing of samples in FSSAI
empaneled private laboratories, organizing Basic FOSTAC training for FBOs etc. During
July, 2022, a sum of Rs. 3800.10 lakh (CSS- Rs. 1685.68 lakh, non-CSS Rs. 2114.49 lakh)
was released to 4 States (Assam, Uttrakhand, Tamil Nadu and Manipur).
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Overall, during 2022-23, till end of July, an amount of Rs.5903.49 lakh under Central
Sector Scheme (SoFTeL) and Rs. 13181.31lakh under non-CSS totaling Rs. 19084.80 has
been released to 26 States/UTs.

V SOCIAL AND BEHAVIOURAL CHANGE

1. Awareness- FSSAI undertakes various IEC activities to facilitate and educate
stakeholders about safe food and healthy diets by utilizing different channels of
communication using both online modes including print, electronic & social media and
offline mediums including events/exhibitions. During July, 2022, a total of 6Creatives
were created and circulated through different Social Media Platforms of FSSAI for
creating public awareness around food safety and healthy diets . To generate the
awareness on Eat Right India among citizens of India 7 videos were broadcasted on
Doordarshan in the month of July-2022.

2. Eat Right India initiatives : Under Eat Right India initiatives, FSSAI certifies
various food businesses/clusters based on benchmarks for food safety and hygiene.
Several benchmarking and certification schemes have been initiated to improve overall
infrastructure as well as food safety and hygiene levels across food establishments.

V Training and Capacity Building

1. FoSTaC Training programme of FSSAI focuses on ensuring Good Manufacturing

Practices (GMP) and proper hygiene and sanitation in food service establishments.
These short duration training programs for food handlers are being organized regularly
through empaneled Training Partners and trainers. During July, 2022, 29044 food
handlers were trained through 810 trainings and certified as Food Safety Supervisor.

2. FSSAI is also conducting trainings for Regulatory Personnel and Regular

3. Trainings for lab personnel and other stakeholders

FSSAI conducted 4 Hands-on Training programs for analysis of pesticide residues in
fruit and vegetable products; heavy metals in oils & fats; method verification for rice
fortificant testing; analysis of safety parameters in milk products and cereal products
for State/UTs’ laboratory personnel which were conducted in coordination with
Suntech Lab, Jharkhand, EFRAC, Kolkata and Doctors
Analytical Lab, Mumbai. 32 participants attended these training programs.

ITC-FSAN, Mumbai conducted 10 training programs (Online and Offline) for Food
Business Operators, Students, Personnel of Notified & State laboratories and Consumers
focusing on Labelling and display Regulations 2020, MSMEs in pre-packaged food,
Hands-on Training on Screening of Nitrofuran Metabolites and Aflatoxin
Residues; Consumer Session on FSSAl's initiative to re-use used Cooking Oil;
Microbiological Sampling of Fish and Fish Products. 532 participants attended
these training program.
