Standards and Food Additives) Amendment Regulations, 2018, were published as required by sub-section (1) of section
92 of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 (34 of 2006), vide notification of the Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India number Stds/O&F/Notification(7)/FSSAI-2017, dated the 13th March, 2018, in the Gazette of India,
Extraordinary, Part III, Section 4, inviting objections and suggestions from the persons likely to be affected thereby,
before the expiry of the period of thirty days from the date on which the copies of the Official Gazette containing the said
notification were made available to the public;

And whereas the copies of the said Gazette were made available to the public on the 21st March, 2018;

And whereas the objections and suggestions received from the public in respect of the said draft regulations have
been considered by the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (e) of sub-section (2) of section 92 read with section
16 of the said Act, the Food Safety and Standards Authority of India hereby makes the following regulations further to
amend the Food Safety and Standards (Food Products Standards and Food Additives) Regulations, 2011, namely:-

Regulations

1. (1) These regulations may be called the Food Safety and Standards (Food Products Standards and Food
Additives) twelfth Amendment Regulations, 2018.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Food Safety and Standards (Food Products Standards and Food Additives) Regulations, 2011 (herein after
referred to as the said regulation), in Chapter 2,-

(1) in regulation 2.2 relating to “Fats, oils and fat emulsions”, in sub-regulation 2.2.1 relating to OILS,-

(a) for clause (6), the following clause shall be substituted, namely: —

“6. Rapeseed oil (toria oil) or mustard oil (sarson ka tel) means the oil expressed from clean and sound mustard
seeds belonging to the compestris, juncea or napus varieties of Brassica which is clear and free from rancidity,
suspended or foreign matter, separated water, added colouring or flavouring substances and mineral oil and
conforms to the following parameters and limits, namely:—

S. No. Parameters Limits
1. Butyro-refractometer reading at 40°C 58.0 to 60.5; or
OR

1.4646 to 1.4662

Refractive index at 40°C

2. Saponification value 168-177
