F. No. Stds/O&F/Notification(12)/FSSAI-2019—The following draft of certain regulations, further to amend
the Food Safety and Standards (Prohibition and Restrictions on Sales) Regulations, 2011, which the Food Safety and
Standards Authority of India proposes to make with the previous approval of the Central Government, in exercise of the
powers conferred by section 92 of the Food Safety and Standards Act, 2006 (34 of 2006), is hereby published as required
by sub-section (1) thereof, for the information of all persons likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given that
the said draft regulations shall be taken into consideration after the expiry of a period of thirty days from the date on
which copies of the Official Gazette in which this notification is published are made available to the public.

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Draft Regulations
1. Short title and Commencement.-(1) These regulations may be called the Food Safety and Standards

(Prohibition and Restrictions on Sales) Amendment Regulations, 2019.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their final publication in the Official Gazette.

2. In the Food Safety and Standards (Prohibition and Restrictions on Sales) Regulations, 2011, in regulation 2.3, in
sub-regulation 2.3.15, after clause 7, following clause shall be inserted namely: -

“8. The Total Polar Compounds in unused/fresh vegetable oil/fat shall not be more than 15%. Used vegetable
oil/fat having developed Total Polar Compounds more than 25% shall not be used.”
