Regulations

Short title and commencement.{1) These regulations may be called the Food Safety Standards (Food

Products Standards and Food Additives) Twelfth Admeent Regulations, 2016

(2) These regulations shall come into force on or dfs¢March, 2017.

In the Food Safety and Standards (Food Productsd&tds and Food Additives) Regulations, 2011 in
regulation 2.10, for sub-regulation 2.10.8, thédiwing shall be substituted, namely:-

“2.10.8 Packaged Drinking Water (other than Mineral Water)

1.

Means water, other than natural mineral water ihdikely to be used for human consumption and that
offered or sold in packaged form, by whatever némeay be called, offered or sold.

Water shall be derived from surface water or civater supply or underground water or sea watengrogher
consistent source of water which may be subjeateltetein under specified treatments, namely, datant
filtration, combination of filtration, aerationsijltfation with membrane filter depth filter, cadge filter,
activated carbon filtration, demineralization, raemalization, reverse osmosis and packed aftenfditing the
water to a level that shall not lead to any adveféect in the drinking water by means of chemiagénts or
physical methods to reduce the number of microfuggas to a level scientifically accepted level food
safety or its suitability.

Provided that sea water, before being subjectéetig@bove treatments, shall be subjected to desiainand
related processes.

It shall be filled in sealed containers of variamnpositions, forms and capacities that are sutédl direct
consumption without further treatment. In case remdlization is a part of the treatment process, th
ingredients used shall conform to food grade/phagrade quality.

Packaged drinking water shall be clear without aegliments, suspended particles and extraneousrmiatte
shall also comply with the requirements given ibl€a 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6.
